The Principal Permanent Crops (Columns 93 to 123)

"Permanent Crops'" in this report refers to orchards and nur-
sery products. The same method of table entry is used for
permanent crops; i.e. a special column is allocated to any
type of the thirty fruit trees usually grown in most villages
and the code numbers for the other crops are given under'"other
permanent crops' in columns 124 to 127. It is possible that a
village will produce more than one crop of the first category.
In this case, the most important ones, up to four, are shown.

Social Institutions and Facilities (Columns 128 to 192)

In order to include a comprehensive information in the vil-
lage Gazetteer, 64 types of activities performed in villages
have been selected from the village listing sheet and are in-
serted in the above columns. Figures in these columns repre-
sent the number of the units to which the special activity be-
longs.

Owing to the amplitude of activities and space limitation of
columns, several groups of establishments and activities are
shown in a single column. For instance, in column No.128,cat-
tle raising, cow raising and poultry farming are given under
the same head "Animal Husbandry and Poultry"

Notice :
1)"00" in column No. 14 means that the distance of the
village to main road is less than one kilometer and in
columns 46 to 57 implies that the area of the land is
less than 0.5 Hectare.
2) Characteristics in columns 2,89 to 92 and 124 to 127
are givin in code numbers. For information about such
characteristics reference should be made to the defini-
tions and concepts given in the introcuction.
3) "Asterisk" in columns No. 6 to 41, 58 to 88, 93 to
123 indicates the characteristics in the caption.
4) " Two asterisks " in column No. 14 shows the dis -
tance via trail, dirt road and jeep road to the nearest
main road.
5) Three and four asterisksin columns No.57 to 72 stand
for figures not reported.
6) For pronunciation of Persian names the reader is re-
quested to refer to the key to transliteration of the
words and Persian numerals.

To facilitate the use of Village Gazetteer as to locate the
Ostans or Farmandarikols and their subordinate Shahrestans,the
following maps were provided with various marginal symbols for
reference.

A- Ostan Maps Including:

Map No. 1

This map locates the seas, lakes, rivers, dams, and the
height of different areas in meters,as well as principal roads
and the boundaries of Ostan or Farmandarikol and Shahrestans,
along with their centres and cities of more than 5,000 popula-
tion.
ap No. 2

This map shows the geographical distribution of the urban
population of Ostan or Farmandarikol in each one of their sub-
ordinate Shahrestans locating the extent of area. It also
shows the population distribution in places of 2,000 to 5,000
inhabitants, as well as that for the settled rural population
of Ostan or Farmandarikol in each Shahrestan.

This map shows the distribution of both ruraland urban popu-
lation by dots, each dot representing 1,000 persons of the ru-
ral inhabitants. For places of 2,000 to 5,000 inhabitants spe-
cial marginal signs are used.

Map No. 3

This map shows the average number of settled and unsettled
population in the urban and rural areas within each Shahrestan
of Ostan or Farmandarikol per square kilometer. The patterns
used to show the various population density categories are the
same as are used for other Shahrestans. Hence, visual compa-
risons of population densities can be made by comparing this
map with the corresponding maps for other Shahrestans.

This map shows the total population of Ostan or Farmandari-
kol by Shahrestans, proportion of urban and rural population
and percent of the urban area in each Shahrestan.

Shows the administrative divisions of each Shahrestan as far
as Dehestan.
Map No. 2

Shows the urban area and places with 1,000 to 5,000 inhabi-
tants of each Shahrestan. In addition, there is a 1:100,000
scale map in one or several pages, for each Shahrestan, rep-
resenting all villages and available roads in the Shahrestan.

Definitions and Explanations

The following definitions may help the reader to better un-
derstand and use the figures inserted in the tables.
Name of Inhabited Place ( Column 1 )

The name of the inhabited place is written in this column
without phonetic symbols and therefore, it is possible that in
some cases difficulties may arise in correct pronunciation of
the word. In such cases, reference should be made to column
193, where the name of the inhabited place iswritten in Latin.
Such difficulties also can be surmounted by reference to the
Key Transliteration of Persian Characters.

To identify places with the same name, reference should be
made to village codes. For instance, if there are two "Hasan-
abads" in a Dehestan, errors can be saved by referring to the

different codes.

GENERAL EXPLANATIONS

Code ( Column 2 )

Village number which appears here is the code number by
which the village is known to the census taken in November
1966. This number will continue to be the same for the vil-
lage in the future. The complete village code consists of nine
digits: The first two digits on the left being the code for
Ostan, the next two digits being the code for the Shahrestan,
the next two digits being the code for the Dehestan, and fi-
nally the last three digits being the code for the village in
that Dehestan. This column represents the last three digits.

Population ( Column 3 )

~This column includes the population as enumerated in the
1966 Census and calculated on the basis of the usual member-
ship of persons in the household.

Number of Households ( Column 4 )

Number of households has been obtained from two different
sources. These sources have been compared with each other.
Of these, one was the household listing sheet, and the other
was the household questionnaire, both of which were completed
simultaneously. It should te noted that households residing
in the village at the time of enumeration are included.

Type of Inhabited place ( Column 5 )

Villages located outside the boundaries of cities are divi-
ded into the following five groups,each having aspecial code.
Village ( Code 1 )

Refers to a place composed of a group of farms, orchards,
residential and non-residential places, either attached or
separated from each other, usually with a village headman,
but sometimes administered by a village headman of an adja -
cent village. The village boundaries have been determined by
reference to the registered limits or through making inquir-
ies from well-informed people of the village.

Dependent Farm ( Code 2 )

Refers to a place located outside the village’s registered
limits. It is known by another name, and some agricultural
activities take place there, but from an administrative point
of view it is dependent on a village.For such farms, a sepa-
rate village questionnaire was completed. Obviously, the
farms located within the registered limits of the village were
not enumerated separately. Therefore the people and property
were enumerated with that village within which they were lo-
cated.

Dependent Place ( Code 3 )

Refers to a place located outside the village’s registered
limits and where some non-agricultural activites ( such as a
mine, factory, roadside tea-shop, etc.) are going on. From an
administrative point of view, it is dependent on a village.
For such places, as stated above, a separate questionnaire
for inhabited places has been filled. Mines or factories
located within the village limits are includedin the enumera-
tion of that village.

Independent Farm ( Code 4 )

Refers to a place that is established for agricultural pur-
poses outside the registered limits of the village and situa-
ted in a place that does nmot depend on any village for admi-
nistration. A separate questionnaire for inhabited places has
been filled out for such farms.

Independent Place ( Code 5 )

In addition to the villages or inhabited places,mentioned

above, there are other scattered places outside the registered

limits of the villages in which some non-agricultural activi-
ties, such as mines, factories, roadside tea-shops, etc.
exist. As such places were not dependent on any village, a
separate questionnaire for each was completed.
Natural Condition ( Columns 6 and 7

Two categories have been provided for determining the natu-
ral condition of a village: Mountainous and plain areas. If
the whole or major part of the lands of the inhabited place is
situated in a mountainous area, the village is considered
mountainous, otherwise, as a plain area. It should be noted
that this classification was made without any regard to the
heights from the sea level.

Principal Road ( Columns 8 to 14 )

These columns include six types of roads: trail, jeep road,
vehicle dirt road, gravel road, asphalted road, and railroad,
while in the Shahrestan Maps available from I.S5.C., the jeep
road and vehicle dirt road are not separated.

The distance of the inhabited place to the main road is gi-
ven in kilometers, via trail or road to the main road and not
the imaginary direct distance to the main road.

Availability of Social Institutions and Facilities (Columns
15 to 32

Entries here can mean that the facility exists within the
listed place, or that, as in the case of schools,it is in ano-
ther place, close enough so that the facility is available for
use by the inhabitants of the listed place. As regards radio
sets, It should be noted that the entries here include those
in the village whether for public or private use.

Sources of Water Used for Agriculture (Columns 33 to 41)

The main sources of water are included with regard to the
following two points:

(1) When a village obtains its water for irrigation from se-
veral main sources, all such sources are mentioned in their
respective columns, whereas (2) the existance of such water
sources is represented regardless of type

Animal Husbandry (Columns 42 to 45)

To facilitate the survey, the livestock existing in villages
have been classified into four distinct groups. The data
appearing in the above columns have been obtained through fol-
lowing the same procedures in the 1966 Census, and represent
the number of livestock in the villages by its specific group.

Land Utilization (Columns 46 to 51)

Figures appearing in these columns represent the area of
land referred to in the table caption. The area under culti-
vation of wheat, barley, and rice, i.e. the most important
crops cultivated in villages, is given separately. Those un-
der other crops are shown in seven columns either by type of
consumption or their respective characteristics. The area of
the land, both cultivated and fallow lands, was obtained
through inquiries from the village headman or the elders. In
other cases the area was determined on the basis of the 1966
Census Procedures.

Principal Crops (Columns 58 to 88)

Figures appearing in these columns represent certain crops,
the cultivation of which is the common practice of the listed
village. In addition to these, there are another 49 crops,
more or less cultivated in villages throughout the entire
country, for which four columns (89 to 92) have been provided.
The four principal crops in each village are specified accord-

ing to their relative importance and indicated by code numbers
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This series of publications of theIranian Statistical Centre,
which is presented under the title of a Village Gazetteer, at -
tempts to fill a need long felt in Iran for making a closer ac-
quaintance with the villages and their conditions.

The recent reforms introduced in the country, embracing al -
most all aspects of the people's life, and the expansion of or-
ganizations, as well as their domain of activities, all point
to the greater need for statistical information.

Not a single day passes in the 1.S.C. during which scores of
requests from different organizations, both private and public,
asking for statistical information are not received. The main
concern and objective of the I.S.C. staff have always been to
supply such organizations with the detailed information avail-
able at the Centre and in the shortest possible time.

Needless to say to achieve this aim,every effort must be made
so that the existing statistical data can be kept up-to- date
and the shortcomings rectified through implementation of new
and comprehensive projects.

Fortunately, with the staff being fully aware of their res -
ponsibilities, which they are undertaking enthusiastically and
disinterestedly without any hope of reward, and feeling the
significance of the transitional situation, the I.S.C. has been
able even to surpass the limitations of its present facilities.
It is hoped that with the spirit prevailing at the Centre, the
final goals will be reached and the shortcomings in this field
eliminated in the shortest possible time.

Although the bulk and quality of the activities so far per-
formed by the Centre have earned the admiration and attention
of scholars and experts in this field, the responsible author-
ities at the Centre are fully aware that the amount of work
which remains to be done is great. Therefore it is necessary
for the Centre to continue its work for at least several years
at the same pace and intensity as it has done so far.

The preparation of the Village Gazetteer, although an im -
mense work, is only a supplementary activity of the Centre in
the implementation of the National Census. No efforts have
been spared on the part of those in charge of the work to se -
cure the accuracy of the data in the Gazetteer and to present
it in a satisfactory format.

The idea for the compilation of such a series of publications
came at the time when the implementation of the National Census
was assigned to the I.S.C. in November 1966. Following this
idea, in spite of the vastness of the census program, it was
decided to collect the necessary demographic, economic and so-
cial information on villages through a separate project and
simultaneous with the implementation of the principal program.

Each one of this series of publications, which are bilingual,
deals with a separate Ostan or Farmandarikol ( Independent
General Governorate ), as the case may be. That is to say, the
data and information for the Shahrestans within Ostan or Far -
mandarikol are included in a separate section in the same Ostan
or Farmandarikol, while a list of all villages in each Shahres-
tan is given by Dehestan and within each Dehestan in alphabe-
tical order.

A total of 193 characteristics are shown for each village,
providing information necessary for econmomic and social plan-
ning in such fields as road conmstruction, communications, edu-
cation, health, social welfare, development of cooperatives ,
agriculture and animal husbandry.

The separate inclusion of information for each village not
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only makes it possible to use such information in connection
with any particular place, but it also enables the users of the
publications to form statistical combinations for any social
and economic studies to be carried out in relation to such
places. Should any agencies or researchers wish to have spe-
cial statistical combinations based on the data presented in
these publications, the I.S.C. would be prepared to undertake
and provide such services.

For the compilation of the present Gazetteer, maps have been
prepared for all the rural and urban places within the entire
country. These maps can be purchased at cost from the I.S.C.
Geography Section. The maps for the rural area have been pre-
pared on a scale of 1:100,000 and those for the urban area on
a scale of 1:2,500 and larger.

Although great value may be attached to this Gazetteer in
bringing the user into closer contact with the facts relating
to the country's rural life, the I.S.C. does not claim any per-
fection in the work and is fully convinced that the work should
be continued and efforts must be made to eliminate the def -
iciencies as well as update the data presented therein.

Fortunately the 1971 National Census, which is to be taken
according to the Act establishing the Centre and the Fourth
Plan approvals, will provide the I.S.C. with the opportunity
to correct as well as update the existing information simul-
taneously with the implementation of the main census program.

Users of these publications are kindly requested to inform
the I.S.C. of any critical views or suggestions they may have
in this respect.

It is my earnest hope that in the fulfilment of the wishes
of His Imperial Majesty, Shahanshah Aryamehr, and with the
public cooperation, better results and greater successes could
be obtained for the coming years in further completing the
present Gazetteer. It has to do with the fate of millions of
rural population and reflects the rural infra-structure, which

is so vital to know at close range in development planning.
