Summary Results of the Survey on the National Vessels in the Year 1400
.

In the month of Aban 
1400, the Statistical Centre of Iran (SCI) conducted the Survey on the National Vesselsaiming at providing the necessary data for compiling national and regional accounts on the transportation sector in these vessels’ activity for the year 1399. Before this Survey, the Statistical Centre of Iran implemented this survey in a number of coastal provinces with a very limited number of samples in the year 1388.

In the implementation of this survey in  the year 1400,  the method of data collecton was face-to-face interview by the enemerators using questionnaires. The generalization of the results of the mentioned survey to the entire statistical population  indicates that:
· In the year 1399,  a number of 20,061 vessels were active across the country, out of which, the main activity of 69.9% were for fishing, 21.5% for cargo, 7.2% for entertainment services, 1.0%  for passenger transportation, and 0.4% for rendering services and logistics to other vessels.
· The number of crew members of these vessels was 102,394 persons, which shows that on average more than 5 persons were working on each vessel. Out of these workers, 82.0% were paid workers and 18.0% were unpaid workers.
· In the determined period, the compensation paid for  the services  provided  by the crew and workers of the vessels was about 44,500 billion Rials, which shows that the monthly payment to each salaried employee of these workshops was 44.2 million Rials on average.
· The value of intermediate consumption of these vessels in the year 1399 was 49,176 billion Rials out of which, 24.6%  was the payment for the fuel consumed by the vessels, 12.3%  for the expenses of the water house, reception, and ceremonies, 10.1% was for the engine oil and various types of filters for vessels, 7.5% for the agent (obtaining a license), 6.2% for fishing rope and nets, 5.8% for storage, parking and unloading and loading costs, 3.4% for commercial insurances (theft, fire and the like insurances ) and 19.4% for other intermediate expenses. Consequently, the average value of the intermediate consumptions of these vessels amounted to about 2,451 million rials..
· he value of the out put of  these  vessels in the year 1399 was  more than 205,499 billion rials out of which, 72.4% of  the received  amounts  was for fishing, 23.3% for freight transport charges, 1.9% for passenger transportation and entertainment services charges, and 2.4% for other inputs. As a result, the average production value for each vessel was 10,243 million tonnes.
· Based on the information resulting from the implementation of this survey in the studied period, the value added of each vessel was 156,323 billion Rials and it shows that on average, the value added of each of them was 7,792 million Rials..
· It is worth mentioning that due to the outbreak of the Covid-19 pandemic, the transportation and transporting of passengers and tourists had a very small proportion of the total activities of the vessels.
